Kala Search Codes

In Kala’s Search Tool you have the option of selecting search options with the mouse or typing the search code into the Search Tool. Typing the search code into the Search Tool has the advantage of being faster. Also, there are several searches that are only available by typing the search code into the Search Tool.  

“AND” CODE: +

In Kala’s Search Tool you can have as many “and” codes as you like. So you can search for Mars in Aries “and” Jupiter in the 5th “and” the Moon with Saturn, etc. The “and” code for typing into the Search Tool is a plus sign +.

“OR” CODE: /

In Kala’s Search Tool you can also have as many “or” codes as you like. You can have Mars in Aries or Mars in Taurus. You can also have “or” codes along with an “and” code: Mars in Aries and Jupiter in the 1st, or Jupiter in the 5th or Jupiter in the 7th. The “or” code for typing into the Search Tool is a slash /.

PLANET & LAGNA CODES:

Planets are simply the number 1-9 for the 1- Sun, 2- Moon, 3- Mars, 4- Mercury, 5- Jupiter, 6- Venus, 7- Saturn, 8- Rahu and 9- Ketu. The lagna is number 0.

PLANETS “IN” CODES:

A planet can be in a Rasi, House or Nakshatra. After specifying the planet code, an “i” specifies that the planet is “in” something. Thus 2i means that the Moon is in something. To define what a planet is in, see below.

RASI CODES:

Rasis are number 1 – 12 for Aries – Pisces, and have an R before the number of the Rasi. Thus Aries would be R1, Taurus, R2, etc.

PLANET IN RASIS:

Putting together the Planet code along with an “in” code and the Rasi codes allows searching for planets in Rasis. Thus 1iR1 is the Sun in Aries, 2iR7 is the Moon in Libra, 0iR5 is the lagna in Leo.

PLANET IN NAVAMSAS:

Putting an N before Planet code along with an “in” code and the Rasi codes allows searching for planets in Navamsas. Thus N1iR1 is, in the Navamsa, the Sun in Aries, N2iR7 is, in the Navamsa, the Moon in Libra, N0iR5 is, in the Navamsa, the lagna in Leo.

BHAVA (HOUSE) CODES:

Bhavas are numbered 1 – 12 for the 1st – 12th house, and have a B before the number. Thus B1 is the 1st house, B2 the 2nd house, etc.

PLANETS IN HOUSES:

Putting together the Planet code along with an “in” code and the Bhava codes allows searching for planets in Bhavas. Thus 1iBR1 is the Sun in the 1st, 2iBR7 is the Moon in the 7th.

PLANETS IN HOUSES FROM THE MOON:

By putting an M before a planets in houses code you can search the houses from the Moon. Thus M1iB3 is from the Moon, the Sun is in the 3rd.

PLANETS IN HOUSES FROM THE SUN:

By putting an S before a planets in houses code you can search the houses from the Sun. Thus S3iB3 is from the Sun, Mars is in the 3rd.

NAKSHATRA CODES: 

Nakshatras are numbered 1 – 27 for Asvini – Revati, and have an N before the number.Thus N1 is Asvini, N2 is Bharani, N3 is Krittika, etc.

PLANETS IN NAKSHATRAS:

Putting together the Planet code along with an “in” code and the Nakshatra codes allows searching for planets in Nakshatra. Thus 1iN1 is the Sun in Asvini, 2iN10 is the Moon in Magha.

HOUSE LORD CODES:

The house lords are numbered 1 – 12 for the 1st – 12th lord, and have an L before the number. Thus L1 is the 1st lord, L2 the 2nd lord.

HOUSE LORDS IN RASIS: 

Putting together the House Lord code along with an “in” code and the Rasi codes allows searching for house lords in Rasis. Thus L1iR1 is the 1st lord in Aries, L2iR7 is the 2nd lord in Libra, L2iR5 is the 2nd  lord in Leo.

HOUSE LORDS IN NAVAMSAS: 

Putting an N before the House Lord code along with an “in” code and the Rasi codes allows searching for house lords in Navamsas. Thus NL1iR1 is, in the Navamsa, the 1st lord is in Aries, NL2iR7 is, in the Navamsa, the 2nd lord is in Libra, NL2iR5 is, in the Navamsa, the 2nd  lord in Leo. Note: The house lord considered is the house lord from the Rasi chart. So NL1iR1 means that the lord of the first from the Rasi chart is in Aries in the Navamsa.

HOUSE LORDS IN BHAVAS: 

Putting together the House Lord code along with an “in” code and the Bhava codes allows searching for house lords in bhavas. Thus L1iBR1 is the 1st lord in the 1st, L2iB7 is the 2nd lord in the 7th, L2iB5 is the 2nd lord in the 5th.

RASI ASPECTS:

A planet or house lord can rasi aspect another planet, a house lord or a house. The Rasi aspect code is “p” for Pasyanti, another name for Drishti (sight). Thus 1p2 is the Sun rasi aspect the Moon, L1p2 is the first lord rasi aspects the Moon. L1pL2 is the first lord rasi aspect the 2nd lord. 2pB1 is the Moon rasi aspect the 1st house. L1pB7 is the 1st lord rasi aspect the 7th house.

PLANETARY ASPECTS

A planet of house lord can planetary aspect another planet, house lord or house. The Planetary aspect code is “d” for Drishti. Thus 1d2 is the Sun planetary aspecting the Moon, L1d2 is the first lord planetary aspecting the Moon. L1dL2 is the first lord planetary aspecting the 2nd lord. 2dB1 is the Moon planetary aspecting the 1st house. L1dB7 is the 1st lord planetary aspecting the 7th house.

CONJUNCTIONS

Planets can join planets or house lords. The code for conjunctions I “y’ for Yuti (union). Thus 1y2 is the Sun conjunct the Moon. 1yL1 is the Sun conjunct the 1st lord. L1yL2 is the 1st lord conjunct the 2nd lord. Note: For planet to house lord conjunctions the planet must be specified first – thus 1yL2 works for the Sun conjunct the 2nd lord, but L2y1 does not work for the 2nd lord conjunct the Sun.

DIGNITY, ETC.

A code following a planet indicates the dignity, etc. of a planet:

Thus 1n is the Sun in debilitation. 2u is the Moon in exaltation. 4v is Mercury in vargottama.

NAVAMSA DIGNITY

Some dignities can also be searched in the Navamsa by putting an N before the code:

N(planet code)gf 
Planet in great friend’s Navamsa.

N(planet code)f
Planet in friend’s Navamsa.

N(planet code)s 
Planet in neutral’s Navamsa.

N(planet code)e
Planet in enemy’s Navamsa.

N(planet code)ge 
Planet in great enemy’s Navamsa.

Thus N1gf is, in the Navamsa, the Sun is in a great friend’s rasi.

To search dignities such as exaltation and navamsa in the Navamsa, just search for the planet in that sign in the Navamsa as shown above. Thus N1iR1, in the navamsa the Sun in Aries, is how to search for the Sun exalted in the navamsa.

SEARCHES INVOLVING THE ATMAKARAKA, SVAMSA AND KARAKAMSA

ATMAKARAKA IN RASI

AKiR1-12, where 1-12 is the rasi Aries – Pisces.

ATMAKARAKA IN NAVAMSA

NVAKiR1-12, where 1-12 is the navamsa Aries – Pisces.

PLANETS IN HOUSES FROM ATMAKARAKA

By putting AK before a planets in houses code you can search the houses from the Atmakaraka. Thus AK3iB3 is from the atmakarka, Mars is in the 3rd.

PLANETS RASI ASPECTING HOUSES FROM THE ATMAKARAKA

By putting AK before a Planet Rasi Aspects code you can search for planets rasi aspecting houses from the Atmakaraka. Thus AK1pB2, is, for the Atmakaraka, the Sun rasi aspects the 2nd. Only planet aspects to houses can be searched from the Atmakaraka, not house lord aspects.

PLANETS RASI ASPECTING HOUSES FROM THE SVAMSA OR KARAKAMSA

By replacing the AK from the above with SV or KK you can search planets in or rasi aspecting houses from the Svamsa or Karakamsa. Thus SV1iB1 is, from the Svamsa, the Sun is in the 1st. SV2pB1 is, from the Svamsa, the Moon aspects the 1st. Svamsa is meant as the navamsa of the atmakaraka. Karakamsa is meant as the navamsa of the Atmakaraka planet taken in the rasi chart.

DASAVARGAS

For several yogas it is desirable to know how many good Vargas a planet is in, in the Dasa Varga Scheme. The Code for this is the planet code, followed by V, followed by the number of good vargas from 1 – 10. Thus 1V5 is the Sun in 5 good Vargas, which is known as Simhasanamsa.

MASA

The lunar month of birth can be searched for. The Months are from 1 – 12 for Chaitra – Phalguna, and have an M before the number for Masa. Thus M1 is the month of Chaitra, M2 the month of Vaisakha.

TITHI

The tithis are numbered 1 – 15 and have a T before the number to indicate tithi. Thus T1 is the 1st tithi, T5 the 5th Tithi.

for Adhika Tithi.

TK 
for lost Tithi.

VARA

The weekdays, or Varas, are numbered 1 – 7 and have a V before the number for Vara. Thus V1 is Sunday, V2 Monday, etc.

VVN
for Vara Vishanadi, the unfavorable “poison vein” period of the Vara.

HORA

The Horas are numbered 1 – 7 for the Sun – Saturn’s Horas. An H follows the number to specify Hora. Thus H1 is the Hora of the Sun, H2 the Hora of the Moon.

MUHURTA/TITHYAMAS

The 30 Muhurtas are numbered 1 – 30 and have an K before the number for Kshana, another name for Muhurta. Thus M1 is the first muhurta, namely Rudra.

for three Nakshatras being present on one Vara, which is inauspicious.

Moon in the end of the Nakshatra.

PV 
Papashadvarga, having more malefic vargas rising in the Shadvargas, which is inauspicious.

TG 
Tithi Gandanta.

EK
Ekargala Dosha.

VY 
Vyatipata. Dosha.

VD 
Vaidhriti Dosha

AV
Asiivisha Dosha.

SD
Samadristhi Dosha.

Ecl
Eclipse within 7 days.

EclN
Moon is in a Nakshatra in which there was an eclipse in the last 6 months.
